Officer discretion
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The Texas Transportation Code (Sec.541.302(16))
defines a sidewalk as the portion of a street that is:

A. between a curb or lateral line of a roadway
and the adjacent property line; and

B. Intended for pedestrian use.

According to this definition a sidewalk is simply the
area intended for pedestrians that is between the
curb or lateral line of a road and the property line.

This means that sidewalks do not necessarily have
to be paved to be considered a sidewalk.
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According to the Texas Transportation Code (Sec.
541.302(2)) a crosswalk is defined as:

A. the portion of a roadway, including an |
intersection, designated as a pedestrian crossing
by surface markings, including lines; or

B. the portion of a roadway at an intersection that is
within the connections of the lateral lines of the
sidewalks on opposite sides of the highway
measured from the curbs or, in the absence of
curbs, from the edges of the traversable roadway.
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Crasswialks

All 4-way Intersections have crosswalks on all
four legs even if it is not marked with lines.
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
